Focus on changes in verb tenses, pronouns, and time words

(e.g. today — that day).

First Conditional - If + Present, Will + Base Verb
Used to talk about real or possible future situations.
Examples:

« If we leave now, we’ll get there on time.

« If it rains, we won’t play outside.

« If you eat too many sweets, you’ll get a stomachache.

Third Conditional - If + Past Perfect, Would Have + Past
Participle

Used to talk about imaginary situations in the past.

Examples:

« If we had called the doctor, he would have helped us.

« If she had taken the medicine, she wouldn’t have been sick.
« If I had known, | would have brought my first aid kit.

Tip for parents:

Say a real event and let the child make an imaginary version:
“You forgot your umbrella.” — “If | had taken my umbrella, |

wouldn’t have got wet.”
