2. Grammar Focus

Past Perfect Tense (Affirmative, Negative, and Questions)
Students should complete sentences using the Past Perfect:
had + past participle.

Examples:

« Angus didn’t learn his lines because he had forgotten about
the play.

« Mum was annoyed because | had spent all my pocket
money.

« They were thirsty because they had run all the way home.
« The building fell because they had built it too

quickly.

Past Perfect in Questions

Students also practise question forms:

Examples:

« Had the day started normally?

» Had you seen him before that day?

« He said he’d lost his watch, but he hadn’t found it earlier.

Third Conditional - If + Past Perfect — Would Have + Past
Participle

Used for unreal situations in the past.

Examples (from the exam):

« If it hadn’t rained, we wouldn’t have got wet.

« If the rope hadn’t broken, we could have climbed the rocks.

« If the Titanic hadn’t hit the iceberg, people wouldn’t have

drowned.

« If the detective had found a clue, he would have solved the
crime.
